Trollope has always been a popular novelist. Noted fans have included Sir Alec Guinness (who never 
travelled without a Trollope novel), former British Prime Ministers Harold Macmillan and Sir John Major, 
economist John Kenneth Galbraith, American novelists Sue Grafton and Dominick Dunne and soap opera 

writer Harding Lemay. Trollope's literary reputation dipped somewhat during the last years of his life, but he 
regained the esteem of critics by the mid-twentieth century. "Of all novelists in any country, Trollope best
